Susan Williams works with installation and has developed aspects of this work as video.  Her work takes the form of energy fields unexpectedly made visible, with a core theme of renewal, at times relating to environmental issues and spiritually in its broadest sense.

She works through the materials exploring their inbuilt properties and how they are used in the real world.  Her aim is to make what is already there more visible, at times capturing what we don’t normally see, light, wind, shadow, space, flatness, the potency of a colour.
